 SUPPLIES YOU WILL NEED FOR YOUR NEW PUPPY
VETERINARY CARE - At 10 weeks of age your puppy will be due for a second vaccination.  Contact a veterinarian in your area that you feel comfortable with and schedule an appointment.  A local dog club, friend or neighbor may be able to make a referral.  Take a stool sample with you on your first visit to be checked.  The puppy has been wormed and vaccinated prior to leaving the breeder's home but it is always best to recheck for parasites.  Your veterinarian will give you a schedule for additional puppy vaccinations.  As an adult we no longer vaccinate yearly (please read  the vaccination information on the website, there is also a copy in your puppy folder).   
NU-VET Plus – Please read the letter on my website (it includes the proper link to place an order) regarding the NU-Vet Plus supplement.  I have been giving this supplement to my dogs and highly recommend it for your new puppy.  The Nu-Vet web site will give you a listing of the ingredients and explain why each is beneficial.
A #300 SIZE FIBERGLASS CRATE – Dimensions H 23” x L 32” x W 19” The puppy should be crated whenever an adult is not with him/her.  This is a safe place for your puppy.  Do not leave a collar on in the crate.  Please read the crate training information in your puppy folder this will help you train your puppy in a reasonable amount of time.  A wire crate is also acceptable.  A blanket, pad or towel for the inside is fine; make sure it is very washable as the puppy may have accidents for several weeks.   
COLLAR AND LEASH –  An adjustable non-tightening nylon collar and a 6’ leather or nylon x ¼” wide leash for training and walking.  You may also want a halti leash for walking and a flexi-lead for exercising. 
 GROOMING SUPPLIES:  Supplies and toys are available and reasonably priced at www.Petedge.com    &   www.omahavaccine.com
* Comb: A metal "Greyhound" style comb is the classic, basic comb. This is about 6" in length and has both medium and finely spaced teeth.
* Brush and slicker: You'll want a "pin brush".  This is a softer brush with metal teeth no bristles.   You'll also need a "slicker" with bent pin like metal teeth for a more thorough brushing and de-matting.    
* Grooming Table and arm: Most people find that using a grooming table is easier – you may also use a rubber mat placed on top of the counter, washer / dryer. Do not groom on the floor or furniture.  Teaching your dog to stand on a grooming table makes his (and your groomers') life easier.  If your using a table, attach a metal "grooming arm" with a "noose" (like a collar). The arms and noose serve as a third hand to keep your dog steady.    
* Nail clippers: I recommend the ones resembling pliers with a guard, usually with red, orange or black coated handles.   In addition, you'll want a container of kwik stop / styptic powder.  If you accidentally nick the "quick", the powder will stop the bleeding instantly.  NEVER trim nails without styptic powder at hand.

SHAMPOO & CONDITIONER - puppy shampoo is not necessary.  Any quality non-irritating shampoo & conditioner will due.
METAL or CERAMIC FOOD / WATER BOWLS  -   A  metal holder for the stainless steel dishes is a good idea to keep it up off the floor & immobilized.  Germs thrive on plastic, use only metal or crock dishes.  
DOG FOOD - IAM'S PUPPY FOOD - this can be changed at about 5 - 6 months of    age to Eagle Pack Holistic, Prairie, Canadie, Royal Cannin or any quality Holistic brand    dog food.   If you want to feed something else,  keep in mind allergies occur to certain grains, do not feed foods containing wheat gluten.   Canned food is just a filler, I do not recommend canned food.  Feeding your puppy in the crate will encourage him / her to eat the food right away, rather than picking at the food while out for play time. 
TOYS – use NYLABONES, KONG or ROPE TOYS.  Do not give rawhide, pig ears, cow hooves or greenies.  Pig ears and cow hooves carry bacteria and rawhide and greenies do not digest well and can even get stuck in the throat.   Nylabones & Kong toys are the best.
Squeaker stuffed plush dog toys are fine - no thin latex rubber toys as the puppy will ingest pieces if torn and it can cause intestinal damage and or death. 
TREATS – biscuits are ok, baby carrots – fruits and vegetables are better.  Limit the amount of treats given so the puppy does not wait for them instead of eating his/her dog food.
